What isthe largest solar project in Albania?

Image: Karavasta French renewable power company Voltalia has commissioned a 140MW solar project in
southern Albania,said to be the country's largest to date. The Karavasta solar plantin Albania’s Fier district has
begun production and is now delivering itsfirst electricity to the grid.

How many photovoltaic plants are there in Albania?

Fifteen of them belong to solar energy,with a production capacity of over 227,000 MW. The number of
photovoltaic plants reached 27last year,but their production is still low,generating around 50,000 MWh of
energy out of atotal production of 7 million MW in Albaniain 2022.

Does Voltaliahave a solar project in Albania?

Karavasta was one of two solar projects awarded to Voltalia under tenders organised by Albania's Ministry of
Infrastructure and Energy (MIE) and sponsored by the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development.
Voltalia's second project in Albaniathe 100MW Spitalla Solar plant,has yet to be completed.

Where are solar panels being installed in Albania?
Solar pak in Karavasta,Albania. Approximately one year after the start of construction on the solar energy
park in the Karavasta area,the first rows of solar panels are being installed on the barren and salty land.

Is the solar energy sector gaining priority in Albania?

Sadik Llapashtica,the coordinator of the solar panel project in Tropoja,which has been in operation for several
years,states that the solar energy sector has gained priority. "The solar energy market in Albaniais progressing
very well,especially due to the energy crisis caused by the Russia-Ukraine war.

Is photovoltaic energy agood investment for Albania?

Many licenses have been granted for photovoltaic energy,and some of them have been put into operation this
year,while others are still in the process. This is a very positive trend for Albaniawhich helps increase
renewable energy production capacity,a global trend to preserve the environment.

If the solar panel systems in Albania would be developed similarly with that in Greece, the potential
production of hot water shall be equal with the energy amount of 360 GWh th (or 75 MW th of installed
capacity). These figures correspond to a total surface of solar panels of 300 000 m2 (or 0.3 m2/family), while
