Will Serbia develop a solar power plant?

The Serbian government is seeking a strategic partner to develop at least five PV plantswith a cumulative

capacity of 1 GW/1.2 GWh and at least 200 MW/400 MWh of battery energy storage. State power company

Elektroprivreda Srbije (EPS) will own and operate the assets.

Where will solar power be installed in Serbia?

The Ministry of Mining and Energy and EPS (Elektroprivreda Srbije) partnered with Hyundai Engineering

and UGT Renewables to drive this project. Serbia will soon see six large solar plants strategically positioned

across the country. Key locations include Negotin,Zaje?ar,and Bo?njace.

 

Who will build a self-balancing solar power plant in Serbia?

First,on 4 May 2023,the Government of Serbia initiated the procedure for selecting a strategic partner for the

construction of 1 GW of self-balancing solar power plants to be owned and operated by the state-owned power

utility EPS a.d. Beograd. The public call is expected to be published in the early summer of this year.

 

How much electricity does Serbia get from fossil fuels?

Serbia currently gets more than 60%of its electricity from fossil fuels. The contract is the latest in a line of

solar projects backed by Serbia's Ministry of Mining and Energy this year,which includes plans for a 1 GW

solar panel factory and another 500 MW of solar.
