It is a remote and inhospitable collection of islands,consisting of South Georgia and a chain of smaller islands

known as the South Sandwich Islands. South Georgia is 165 kilometres (103 mi) long and 35 kilometres (22

mi) wide and is by far the largest island in the territory.

In 1985,South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands ceased to be administered as a Falkland Islands

Dependency and became a separate territory. The King Edward Point base,which had become a small military

garrison after the Falklands War,returned to civilian use in 2001 and is now operated by the British Antarctic

Survey.

 

How many seals live in South Georgia & South Sandwich Islands?

One of the world's largest marine reserves, the South Georgia and South Sandwich Islands Marine Protected

Area, was created here in 2012 to protect more than one million sq km of the surrounding waters, while seal

numbers have bounced back: the island now has 98% of the world's Antarctic fur seals and roughly 50% of its

elephant seals.
